  

One Day, 4-Game Guarantee, Round-Robin Format

Each year FAS schedules Early Bird Tournaments which allow a team the opportunity to practice before the season begins, knock off the rust from the layover, try new people out in new positions, and experiment with different lineups.  With limited practice field space, this tournament is an excellent opportunity to get practice in a controlled-scrimmage type format.  Check below for more details and submit your application by the deadline via Fax, US Mail, Email, or carried into the office.

FORMAT:

Teams will be placed into brackets of even caliber of play for round-robin bracket play guaranteeing 4 games for every team in a one-day tournament.  There will be no double elimination advancement from bracket play.  We are simply allowing teams playing time in a structured format prior to season start.  There will be NO AWARDS or TOURNAMENT CHAMPION.

SOFTBALLS:

Teams are responsible for providing game balls in accordance with FAS Rules.

RULES:


FAS rules as contained in the Rule Book will govern tournament play.  A toss of the coin determines home team.  A time limit of 55 minutes may be imposed.  ALL PROTESTS ARE TO BE SETTLED ON THE FIELD AND THE UMPIRE'S DECISION IS FINAL.

SCHEDULES:

Schedules will be posted on the FAS website (www.fairfaxadultsoftball.com).  Please check after 5:30 p.m. on the Wednesday preceding the tournament for your schedule.  If you do not have internet access, you may call the FAS office after Wednesday for your schedule.  

FORFEITS

Forfeit time for all games is scheduled start time.  Be sure to have your team ready in advance to play.  Any team forfeiting a game, only forfeits that game and no further penalty will be applied, HOWEVER, teams should remember not to enter if they feel they cannot field a team for all games.

RAIN:


In the event of rain, the director will reschedule games and notify all teams of new times and fields via the FAS RAIN STATUS LINE (703) 550-4111.  In the event of rain for the entire weekend, the tournament will be canceled and appropriate refunds made.
